You have read 1984.  Now, use your knowledge of the text and creativity to build the ultimate 1984/Orwell-themed amusement park!
You will need to be familiar with both the plot of the novel and the concepts we have discussed in class (totalitarianism, dystopias, propaganda, etc).  You will also need to use the memories of your experiences at amusement parks, or do research on them through the Internet.

First, students will get into groups of three (exchange phone numbers, email, etc.- you are responsible for each other’s grades!).  Next, brainstorm together and select the type of “amusement” you will create.  Also, the group will select a “theme” taken from 1984, or an Orwell-related work.  The finished project will be scale model of an amusement park ride (or any other amusement park-related fixture, like a “house of horrors” for example).  We will put all the projects together and create our own amusement park.  We may even invite other classes to come into the classroom and view our handiwork.  

Finally, you will also include with it a written explanation of the theme and how it applies to 1984 or Orwell.
